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GENERAL INFORMATION ON IMMIGRATION  
 
The counselor at UMC is happy to assist you in any of these applications.  
 
Study Permits  
By Canadian law, International students must have a valid Study Permit  
To obtain a Study Permit you will need to visit your local Canadian Embassy, Canadian High 
Commission or Canadian Consulate Office.  
You will be required to:  
a) Apply to and receive an offer of admission from Upper Madison College 
b) Have a valid passport  
c) Provide proof of sufficient funds to cover:  

Tuition fees and living expenses for the entire length of the program of study 
Travel to and from your country to Canada 
Medical health insurance coverage for the entire length of the program of study (included in 
student fees) 

d) Provide a medical certificate  
 
Please apply as early as possible since it can take several months to obtain the Study Permit from the 
Canadian Embassy or Consulate.  For specific immigration information and requirements from your 
country, please contact your local Canadian Embassy or Consulate.  
 
Entry Visas - Temporary Resident Visa (TRV)  
Also known as a re-entry visa or visitor visa, this is the visa that is stuck like a sticker into your 
passport. Not all students require a visa to enter Canada. To find out whether you do, check the 
Citizenship and Immigration Canada website for a list of visa exempt countries 
(http://www.cic.gc.ca/english/visit/visas.html).  
The visa is usually granted for the same length of time as your study permit.  
 
Required documents:  
Your passport with your study permit inside 
A bank statement showing how much money you have to support yourself while in Canada 
Two passport-sized pictures taken in the last six months 
Transcripts  
Money order made out to the Canadian Consulate General  
$75cdn for a single entry  
$150cdn for a multiple entry   
 
For students already in Canada whose TRV has expired, the UMC counselors can help you complete 
the application form.  Applications for this visa must be sent outside of Canada. Typically, the 
application is sent to the Canadian Consulate General in Buffalo, New York, USA (http://www.dfait-
maeci.gc.ca/can-am/buffalo/menu-en.asp). Processing time on average is about one month.  
 
Study Permit Extensions  
If your Study Permit is about to expire, you must apply for an extension.  
If your study permit is going to expire, please read the complete application details on the CIC 
website (http://www.cic.gc.ca/english/study/change-renew.html)and contact the UMC counselors to 
assist you in the process.   
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Required documents:  
your passport with your study permit inside 
a bank statement showing the funds you have available to support yourself 
$125 Cdn. 
transcript from schools other than Upper Madison College attended in Canada  
Processing time for extending your study permit can take up to 60 days, so plan to start the process 
three months before your study permit expires.  
 
Internship / Placement Work Permits  
For some academic programs, work experience is part of the curriculum.  International students who 
wish to participate in a co-op or internship program must apply for a work permit (there is no fee for 
this application).

Social Insurance Numbers (SIN)  
For any paid work position, a Social Insurance Number (SIN) is required.  Please see the UMC 
counselors on how to apply for a SIN card.
